Terms of Reference – Migrant Justice Network – Fall 2025
Purpose: The Migrant Justice Network is the lead voice in our (The United Church of Canada) collective work supporting (im)migrants towards better living conditions and adapting to life in Canada.
· The network is: 
· Migrants = International students, refugees, asylum seekers, immigrants, migrant workers and all the migrant sectors of Canadian society
· All those who see themselves aligned with the concerns of (im)migrants in Canada and globally
· A loosely knit group that comes together at least quarterly
· Membership is based on participation 
The network will be:
· A channel for information sharing 
· telling us what is important in local communities
· sharing what the UCC is saying about national issues
· A place for connection and support between Communities of Faith engaging in their own work relating to (im)migrants
· A place to discuss and as appropriate seek advice and collaboration on intersecting issues that local communities of faith are addressing
· A body for encouraging and maintaining connections with civil society and ecumenical groups locally and nationally. 
· A group that will discern how the national church responds to organizational requests for financial or other supports and provide guidance to staff on budget creation and expenditures
· A source of participants for attendance at CWWM (Churches Witnessing with Migrants) Global and Canada as well other events requesting UCC representation
· A place to create and test potential public messaging for the United Church of Canada influenced by local contexts
Ways of working:
· Use of the online platform United in Learning Migrant Justice page as a place for posting and sharing information
· Direct contact with one another via various modes of communication
· Decisions made by this group will be informed by Justice Principles for Decision making
· Possibly an urgent action method of communication
· Possibly coordinated national actions
· Possibly shared images for communication 
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
